Course attendance in 2009 - Highlights









Stewards Refresher Courses: From September we have run 28 episodes of this course and 431 stewards have completed and will be re-registered as ERA steward


(We have 16 episodes planned for 2010 and will add more according to demand)  








Women’s participation: We have around the 55% mark of all participants on The Organising Steward and Branch Officer Training who are women – this rises dramatically to 70% on Learning Rep Courses and ‘Learning Lunches’ out network meetings for Branch education and life long learning coordinators and learning reps. We had 174 attendees of 7 events throughout the year 





The Organising Steward: throughout the year we have run 31 episodes of this, the first course a new steward should take. 423 new stewards have registered for the first time as an ERA steward


(32 episodes are planned for 2010)
